PotcH PASSEs AT 75
(STATEHOUSE) Retired state
Senator Harold “Potch”
Wheeler of Larwill died early
Monday morning at the age of
75 after battling multiple my-
eloma, a form of bone cancer.
He served Senate District 17
in northern Indiana from 1983
t0 2002, and was Majority Cau-
cus Chairman upon his retire-
ment.

“It is impossible to capture,
with just a few words, the es-
sence of a dear friend,” said
Senate President Pro Tempore
Robert D. Garton. “He was re-
spected and beloved, butthose
words alone do notadequately
illustrate his wit, charm, integ-
rity and leadership.

“Potch left an indelible mark
onthe Senate and onthe many
friendships he built during his
years of public service. From
the time he was a freshman
senator, | withessed the posi-
tive impact he made on his
community, his state, and the
people around him. Potch was
a good man with good inten-
tions, and | will miss him a
great deal. Our prayers and
thoughts are with his family
and friends at this sorrowful
time.”

NOT give your Social Security
number, your bank account
number, or any personal fi-
nancial information. Our ad-
vice: If it's a call, hang up on
them! If it's a lottery winning,
throw it in your garbage.

If it's too good to be true, it
probably is. Call the Better
Business Bureau if you are
suspicious and get a reliability
report BEFORE doing busi-
ness! No reputable business
will call and ask you for your
personal financial information.
This is serious business for
consumers —be extremely cau-
tious.

way to work every morning,
just to make sure they are all
right.

My girlfriend, Susan, makes
her father’s doctors’ appoint-
ments, orders his prescriptions
on line every month, manages
his finances and calls him at
least every other day to see
how he is feeling.

Betty, Marsha and Susan
don’'t see themselves as
caregivers because they don't
provide hands-on care 24
hours aday seven days aweek;
but caregivers they are, in-
deed, and they are the back-
bone of this country’s long-
term care system. They pro-
vide 80 percent of all long-
term care. If you are doing the
grocery shopping, picking up
the prescriptions or paying the
bills for an elder, then you also
are a caregiver.

Statistics suggest that there
are as many as 28 million
households in the United
States that include someone
caring for an older relative or
friend. That is one-fourth of
the population. According to
the National Survey of Fami-
liesand Households, one-third
of adults between the ages of
20 and 75 provide some level
ofinformal care. In most cases,
these caregivers are middle-
aged women, who have addi-
tional responsibilities to fami-
lies, careers and even school-
ing.

It is commonly agreed that
caregivers provide about $200
billion per year in unpaid care,
saving federal and state gov-
ernments additional billions in
paid institutional care costs.
To putthat numberin perspec-
tive, $200 billion represents

almost one-fifth of total na-
tional health-care spending per
year.

In spite of the substantial role
family caregivers play, the
United States lacks a coherent
set of policies to assist them.
Home-and community-based
services are provided through
a fragmented and inconsistent
array of federal, state, local
and private agencies. Often,
services are so expensive that
they are out of reach of those
who need them the most des-
perately.

But Betty, Marsha and Susan
aren’teven aware of the statis-
tics. They are simply doing
what they feel is the right thing
to do. “I have to take care of
him,” Susan says. “He's my
father and, without me, there
would be no one.”
