EATING DISORDERS AND YOUR ORAL HEALTH
Bulimia and anorexia nervosa are two serious eating disorders.
Each can cause problems in your mouth.  Anorexia nervosa is an
unnatural fear of gaining weight.  Bulimia is a condition where a
person compulsively over eats and then induces vomiting to get
rid of the food.  Some people with anorexia also induce vomiting.
The danger to the teeth comes from the stomach acid that arises
from the induced vomiting can severely erode teeth enamel.  Ado-
lescent and 20-30 year old females are most at risk for developing
these disorders, but males may also be affected.
  When the dentists notices an unusual enamel erosion on the
teeth of a person who appears to be otherwise healthy, the issue
might be addressed about the possibility of an eating disorder.
Depression often goes along with an eating disorder and a person
that has one of these conditions will often get lax about good oral
hygiene.  Gum disease may also develop.
