VierC. Ditzler Sr. started making
ice cream in 1906 when his fa-
ther, J.F. Ditzler, had a store in
Montpelier. From 1912 to 1916,
Mr. Ditzler operated anice cream
plantin Huntington and after \World
War | he worked in a Warren ice
cream firm. In 1924, Vier started
The Warren Bottling Works in
the building beside the Warren
Library where Ray’s TV store is.
More about the Warren Bottling
Works in a later article.

In 1928, J.F. Ditzler purchased
a twin building on Wayne Street
which accommodated two busi-
ness stores, one of which had an
ice cream plant. After purchas-
ing equipment and fixtures from
Frank Andrew, Vier Ditzler Sr.
opened anice cream parlorinthe
front of the store and started
manufacturing Nu-Way ice cream
in the back. Nu-Way ice cream
was manufactured in a large
screened-in areawhich featured
acementfloor. Atengallonfreezer

was located in this space and
later a silver and nickel plated
Cherry-Burell freezer was pur-
chased. The dasher blades on
the more modern machine could
whip upthe mixintoice creamin
about twenty minutes. A salt
brine tank was used in the early
process and was later replaced
by a more modern method.

Sometimes the making of ice
cream would last an entire day.
The soft ice cream had to be
takentoahardening cabinetwhich
took two days for the product to
freeze properly. Due to his exper-
tise from years of experience,
Mr. Ditzler could tell by sound
whentheice creamwasdone. A
five gallon container, quarts and
pints would be filled from the
batch. Plain flavors would be
made first and then followed by
nut and fruit flavors.

While vanilla, chocolate, straw-
berry and lemon flavors of ice
creamwere always featured, Mr.
Ditzler created many distinctive
flavors such as honeymoon and
orange pineapple. He made but-
terscotch and caramel flavors, in
addition to nut varieties which
were always popular and in de-
mand. In all, about 25 kinds of ice
cream were manufactured. For
years, pints sold for 15 cents;

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quarts were 25 cents and two
dips cost a nickel. Many cus-
tomers asked for a double dip
cone with four dips of ice cream
for a dime. The Nabisco Com-
pany said the Nu-Way ice cream
parlor was one of the largest
cone users in northern Indiana.

On Wednesday and Saturday
evenings, the Warren merchants
remained open until 9:00 p.m.
local merchants often brought
their instruments and gathered
around the piano.
