“This new stamp is a consumer
innovation that delivers conve-
nience and value,” said Warren
Postmaster Stephanie Bauman.

The Forever Stamp will be good
at the current price for mailing a
typical one-ounce First-Class
letter—forever—regardless of fu-
ture rate increases.

“We will have it on sale about a
month before rates changeto 41
cents,” Bauman said.

The Forever Stampwill be avail-
able a number of different ways.
These include sheets of 18 in
Automated Teller Machines,
booklets of 20 at usps.com, by
calling 1-800-STAMP-24, through
Post Office vending machines
and Automated Postal Centers,
andin Post Office lobbies nation-
wide.

The Postal Service will also
continue to honor the people,
places and events that have
shaped our country through the
highly popular commemorative
stamp program.

The Forever Stamp should not
impact this popular program, the
Warren Postmasteradded.

Customers can also purchase

two-cent Navajo jewelry stamps
now to use with their 39-cents
when rates change.
The new prices also reflect differ-
ences in the costs of handling
letters, large envelopes and pack-
ages. Mailers are encouragedto
consider options available to re-
duce postage costs.

For example, if the contents of
aFirst-Classlarge envelope are
folded and placed in a letter-
sized envelope, mailers can re-
duce postage by as much as 39
cents per piece.

Not all prices are going up ei-
ther, Bauman said. For letters
over one ounce, the new prices
are actually lower than the cur-
rent price.

For example, the cost to mail a
2-ounce wedding invitation is
going from the current rate of 63
cents to 58 cents.

The cost for the Postal Service
to operate, like any other busi-
ness, continues to rise, accord-
ing to Al Eakle, a spokesman for
the Greater Indiana District of the
U.S. Postal Service. The Postal
Service receives no tax dollars
for operations and relies solely
on the sale of its products and
services to cover all operating
costs. Thisisthefirstincreaseto
coveroperational expensessince
2002.

“As one of the nation’s largest
transportation and delivery orga-
nizations,” he said, “we'’re ex-
tremely sensitive torising energy
costs.”

Also, like other businesses, the
Postal Service has experienced
significant growth in health ben-
efit payments for its nearly
700,000 careeremployees.

NEew Kips EQuIPMENT

Each of Parkview Huntington
Hospital’s five ambulances are
now equipped with new equip-
mentto helpEMTs and paramed-
ics respond to the emergency
needs of children, thanks to the
generosity of two local Kiwanis
service clubs, Huntington Metro

Kiwanis and Kiwanis of Hunting-
ton.

The Kiwanis service clubs do-
nated a total of $1,950 to pur-
chase five new pediatric bags
andthe medical equipment stored
in each bag.

Inside each bright red bag are
seven color-coded kits and awide
Broselow pediatric resuscitation
measuring tape. The tape, which
itself is color coded to corre-
spond to the different color kits,
isusedto measure the child from
the head down. Whichever color
on the strip reaches the bottom
ofthe child’s footdeterminesthe
color of kit to use to treat the
child. On each colored panel on
the measuring tape, treatment
information is provided that cor-
respondstothelength and weight
of the child.

“The colorcoding makes it easy
for us to determine and access
what we need,” said Penny
White, a paramedic forParkview
Huntington at its Warren, Ind.,
station.

Awareness Week

The Indiana Department of
Transportation (INDOT) is par-
ticipatingin National Flood Aware-
ness Week by reminding motor-
iststo “Turn Around, Don’t Drown”
when they encounter flooded
roadways.

National Flood Awareness
WeekisMarch 19-23,2007. This
important annual campaign
raises awareness about the seri-
ous dangers of flooding. Flash
flooding is the leading cause of
weather-related death in the
United States, killing nearly 200
people ayear. More than half of
these deaths are vehicle-related.

Few motorists realize the seri-
ous dangers posed by just a few
inches of water. Most cars can
be swept away in 18-24 inches of
moving water, and trucks and
SUVs do not fare much better.
Many people believe their 3,000-
pound vehicle will remainin con-
tact with the road surface when
driving through flood waters, but

this isn’t the case.

Once swept away, a vehicle will
often roll to one side or flip over
entirely. Thedriverand passen-
gerswillhave only afewseconds
to escape their vehicle. The few
motorists that do escape are
often swept away by flood wa-
ters, pinned against objects or
overcome by hypothermia. Even
the strongest swimmers do not
fare well fully-clothed in swiftly
flowing water.

Evenroadsyou are familiarwith
canbecomedeadlyin aninstant
during flooding. The water may
be much deeperthan it appears
because the road bed may be
washed out. Drivers should be
especially cautious of flooding at
night, whenitis harderto recog-
nize flood dangers.

- During flooding, monitor the
weather conditions with a radio
or tune into your local news

-Ifflooding occurs, getto higher
ground

- During a storm, resist the
normal urge to rushhome imme-
diately; staying where you are is
oftenthe safest alternative. You
won’t know how bad things are
until it’s too late.

- Do not camp or park your
vehicle along streams and
washes.

-Be especially cautious at night
when it is harder to recognize
flood dangers.
