Labor unions themselves celebrated the first labor days in the
United States, although there's some speculation as to exactly who
came up with the idea. Most historians credit Peter McGuire, gen-
eral secretary of the Brotherhood of Carpenters and Joiners and a
cofounder of the American Federation of Labor, with the original
idea of a day for workers to show their solidarity. Others credit
Matthew Maguire, later the secretary of Local 344 of the Interna-
tional Association of Machinists in Paterson, N.J.

The first Labor Day parade occurred Sept. 5, 1882, in New York
City. The workers' unions chose the first Monday in September be-
cause it was halfway between Independence Day and Thanksgiving.
The idea spread across the country, and some states designated
Labor Day as a holiday before the federal holiday was created.

President Grover Cleveland signed alaw designating the first Mon-
dayin September as Labor Day nationwide. This is interesting be-
cause Cleveland was not a labor union supporter. In fact, he was
trying to repair some political damage that he suffered earlier that
year when he sent federal troops to put down a strike by the Ameri-
can Railway Union at the Pullman Co. in Chicago, IL. That action
resulted in the deaths of 34 workers.

In European countries, China and other parts of the world, May
Day, the first day in May, is a holiday to celebrate workers and labor
unions. Before it became an international workers holiday, May Day
was a celebration of spring and the promise of summer.

Membership in labor unions in the United States reached an all-
time high in the 1950s when about 40 percent of the work force
belonged to unions. Today, union membership is about 14 percent
of the working population. Labor Day now carries less significance
as a celebration of working people and more as the end of sum-
mer. Schools, government offices and businesses are closed on La-
bor Day so people can getin one

The regular-season waterfowl
dates, as proposed to the United
States Fish and Wildlife Service
(USFWS) by the Indiana DNR, are
listed below.

The dates are not final until ap-
proved by the USFWS in mid- to
late-September. Look for an-
other announcement around
that time that will either confirm
or amend these dates. Histori-
cally, they have been accepted
as proposed.

The DNR’srecommended dates
for ducks, coots and mergansers
are:

— North Zone: Oct. 18 to Dec.
7,and Dec. 20to 28
— Central Zone: Oct. 25 to Dec.
7,and Dec. 20to Jan. 4

— South Zone: Nov. 1-9, and
Nov. 29 to Jan. 18

The daily bag limit for ducks in
all zonesis six, including no more
than four mallards (of which no
more than two can be hens),
three scaup, three wood ducks,
two pintails, two redheads, one
canvasback, one black duck, and
one mottled duck. The daily bag
limit for coots is 15. The daily
bag limit for mergansers, sepa-
rate from ducks, is five, of which
no more than two can be
hooded mergansers. The posses-
sion limit is three times the daily
bag limit.

The USFWS estimates the mal-
lard breeding populationat 10.9
million, about the same as last
year, and 42 percent higher than
the long-term average. Esti-
mates of most species were simi-
lar to last year’s record-setting
estimates. Total ducks, gadwalls,
green- and blue-winged teal,
shovelers, and redheads remain
ator near record levelsin 2014.

The daily bag limit during the
late Canada goose season has
been reduced to three, with a
possession limit of nine. This bag
limit reduction is due to a decline
in Indiana’s breeding population
of Canada geese, probably due
in large partto the success of this
late season. We are now at our
state goal of 80,000 spring
geese.

The proposed light goose con-
servation order is Feb. 1to March
31, statewide, except for those
counties that have a late season
on Canada geese. For those
counties with a late season on
Canada geese, the proposed
light goose conservation order
season is Feb. 16 to March 31.
The light goose conservation or-
der has no bag or possession
limit. A free permit is required.
Details will be available later in
the winter.

For ex-
ample, the Shakers established
Busro or West Union in Knox
County, and New Harmony in
Posey County was the site of
two early-American utopian
communities—the religious
Harmonie Society (the
Harmonists) and later the secu-
lar Owenites.

Archaeological investigations
have taught us much about the
way people lived at sites of these
communal societies.

"Archaeology provides us with
aunique opportunity to lookinto
our past,” said Cameron Clark,
DNR director and State Historic
Preservation Officer. “Archaeol-
ogy Month helps bring attention
to those who open windows to
our past and to where some of
those windows can be found,
such as West Union and New
Harmony.

“l encourage everyone to take
the time to learn more about
where and how Hoosiers lived
years ago."

Archaeologists have recorded
more than 64,000 sites in Indi-
ana since the early 1800s, help-
ing to shape public understand-
ing of the prehistoric and historic
people who also called this land
home.

Venison Donarions

A program that allows hunters to
give deer meat to the public will
continue again this fall.

GivelN Game, the DNR Division
of Fish & Wildlife’s venison do-
nation program, will be available
for its fourth year. Hunters who
are willing to donate venison and
people who would like to receive
venison can begin registering on
Sept. 1 at wildlife.IN.gov/
7240.htm.

GivelN Game makes it easy for
people to connect and set up a
free exchange on their own
schedule. Selling, bartering or
trading for venison isillegal.

After several years of watching
the program grow, Chad Stewart,
DNR’s deer management biolo-
gist, decided to donate venison
himself.

“The system was incredibly
easy to use, and | found the in-
teraction with people needing
venison highly rewarding,” he
said. “They were incredibly
grateful, and I’'m looking forward
to participating again next year.”

The program had 675 partici-
pants last year, with the number
of people requesting venison
more than five times greater
than those offering to donate
venison.

Both hunters and recipients
have an option of donating or
requesting any amount of veni-
sonin all conditions, from field-
dressed animals to packaged
venison.

“GivelN Game is a unique pro-
gram that allows hunters to do-
nate wild game in a non-tradi-
tional way,” said Mark Reiter,
DNR Fish & Wildlife director.
“While many other programs
focus on food banks and chari-
table organizations distributing
venison to needy families,
GivelN Game provides a new
avenue for those that enjoy
venison but do not have the op-
portunity to harvest the deer
themselves.”

Previous participants must re-
register every year, if they want
to continue participating.
