Purdue University specialists
areseekingassistancefromarea
farmers. On-farmresearchtrials
are very important to them in
providingrecommendationsfor
cornand soybean seedingrates
as well as nitrogen fertilizer
applicationratesforcornfields.
A Web site (http://
www.agry.purdue.edu/ext/ofr/
) has been developed to serve
as a hub for on-farm research
collaborations between Indiana
crop producers, Indiana
Certified Crop Advisers, county
Purdue Extension educators,
and campus Purdue Extension
field crops specialists. Current
on-farmresearch protocols can
be found at this Web site.
Bob Nielsen and Shaun Casteel,
Purdue Extension specialists,
are involved in seeding rate
trials for corn and soybeans.
