TELEPHONE PRIVACY

If you are registered for Indiana’s
Telephone Privacy List. The law is
now in effect. The following are
answers to three “frequently asked
questions” about the Telephone
Privacy program. You may find them
helpful.

Q: Will the Telephone Privacy law
stop all telephone solicitations?

A: No. The Indiana General
Assembly did provide exemptions
for certain types of calls.
Unfortunately, we cannot stop calls
exempted by the law. Those calls
include:

— Calls made at the express
request of the consumer.

—~Calls related to an existing debt
or contract for which payment or
performance had not been
completed at the time of the call.
(e.g., a debt you owe).

—~Calls made on behalf of
charitable organizations if the calls
were made by employees or
volunteers of the charitable
organization.

—Calls made by real estate
brokers or salespersons.

—Calls made by insurance
agents soliciting the sale of
insurance products.

—~Calls soliciting the sale of
newspaper subscriptions if the
calls were made by employees or
volunteers of the newspaper.

Q: What do | do if | receive a
telephone solicitation?

A: Don’t hang up. Get as much
information as possible before
terminating the call. In particular,
we need the following from you in
order to pursue your complaint:

—Name of the firm making the
call.

—Date and time of the call.

—~Product or service offered.

—Telephone number. (While this
is not always possible, please
make every effortto getatelephone
number)

—Your participation. We ask that
you be prepared to testify in court
and obtain phone records from
your telecommunications carrier.

It will be the
state’s first electricity generating
wind farm, and contracts to sell the
power are starting in May. Individual
farmers are also putting up turbines
for their own use. lowa has an
estimated 600 turbines which
could power 140,000 homes. Look
for these fields of windmills!

FIrRe ALARM INFO

Not all Fires are the same — There
are slow smoldering fires and fast
flaming fires. This depends on
what catches on fire. Smoldering
fires produce a lot of dangerous
smoke before breaking into flames.
Flaming fires are very hot, fast
moving and dangerous.

Not all Fire Alarms are the same
— There are fire alarms that are
faster for detecting slow
smoldering fires (photoelectric),
some that are faster for detecting
fast flaming fires (ionization) and
some that use both technologies
(dual sensor photoelectric and
ionization). Neither technology is
new but they were equal when we
had mostly natural fibers in our
homes. Now the difference in
technology is very important.

Install Dual Sensor Smoke
Alarms — Because the synthetic
materials we commonly use in the
home smolder longer before
breaking into flames, it is wise to
use smoke alarms that will alert
you as early as possible for either
type of fire. This means having two
types of alarms or a dual sensor
fire alarm.

1. We do not recommend the
removal of existing ionization
smoke alarms. However, we
strongly recommend installing a
combination of photoelectric and

escape for all types of fires.

2. It is imperative every resident
evaluate his or her smoke detection
system to ensure there is sufficient
protection in every home.

Test Alarms — Alarms should be
tested monthly and batteries
should be replaced once per year.

Know how to escape when the
alarm sounds — Draw a map of
your home, find 2 ways out of each
room, practice the plan with
everyone in the household using
the test button of your dual sensor
alarms and decide on a meeting
place outside and away from the
house. Celebrate when everyone
makes it to your meeting place!
