Four years ago, Huntington
University launched a nursing
program with the goal of
integrating rigorous
instruction with faith-based
values.

So, are we happierin our 21st
century abundance or was he
happier? Perhaps the
underlying question is, What
is happiness?

I’'ve long found inspiration in
thelife of Abraham Lincolnand
one of his quotes hits what I’'m
aiming at right between the
eyes, “Most people are about
as happy as they make up their
minds to be.”

Using these questions and
Abe’s observation to ratchet
up my thinking a little bit, |
decided to increase my
application of the following
ideas for improving my
opportunities for happiness.

Be a good mathematician.
Learn how to count your
blessings. Some days a
blessing may be hard to find,
but even the smallest one will
help put a little sunshine into
your attitude.
