RECYCLING CELL PHONES
Less than 1 percent of cell phones in the U.S. are being recycled,
according to collectivegood.com.  A visit to their Web site shows
a number of choices for donating phones.
  The charity of your choice can refurbish the phones and sell them
in a third-world country for a quarter of the original cost.  Certain
charities, Redjellyfish.com, for example, will even pay for the
shipping and handling of the phones.
  In addition to helping third world nations upgrade communication,
donating a phone keeps toxic chemicals out of our landfills.  Cell
phones have failed the Environmental Protection Agency T-Hip
test and are classified as hazardous materials.

WHAT’S LOST BETWEEN THE PAGES OF A BOOK?
People working in book stores often make a collection of what they
find stored and forgotten between the pages of books.
  Among the items known to be found in old books:  A letter from
Mrs. Robert E. Lee:  Photos, birth certificates, and ticket stubs.
Cash is no an unusual find, and love letters are common.
  Novelist David Bowman deliberately filled a first edition of his
novel, Let the Dog Drive (Penguin USA), with publishers’ rejection
letters.  He sold it for a good price.
  When you sell your books, you have a choice.  Either search them
for forgotten items to be removed, or leave an anonymous treasure
inside to delight the finder!
Is Lasik surgery right for you?
Millions of Americans have chosen vision-correction surgery as an
alternative to wearing glasses or contact lenses.
  In his book, The Eye Laser Miracle: The Complete Guide to Better
Vision (Ballantine), Dr. Andrew Caster says about 95 percent of
patients see well enough to pass a driver’s license exam.
  Lasik is a way of changing the curvature of the cornea.  To correct
nearsightedness, the cornea is flattened.  For farsightedness, the
curvature I increased.  To correct astigmatism, it is equalized.
  The 10-minute outpatient procedure uses pulses of ultraviolet
laser light to remove microscopic layers of cells from different
parts of the cornea.  A computer determines the number of light
pulses during the operation.  Most patients are able to return to
work the following day.
  Dr. Caster, a professor of ophthalmology at UCLA, says people
with cataracts or certain other eye conditions are pool candidates.
LASIK is not recommended for people age 18 or younger because
the cornea is still changing shape.
  Beyond LASIK:  For those whose vision is too poor to be corrected
by LASIK, a new procedure implants a tiny plastic corrective lens
called Verisyse (amo-inc.com) behind the cornea.  The procedure
is expected to be approved soon by the FDA.

  The Community Focus Fund
is a federally funded grant pro-
gram administered by the Indi-
ana Department of Commerce.
The funding is available to small
cities, towns, and counties for
construction projects designed
to benefit low- to moderate-in-
come individuals or to eliminate
blight in communities. Grants
are awarded through competi-

tive funding rounds to assist
small communities in long-term
development projects.
  Projects eligible for CFF grants
include local infrastructure im-
provements, senior and com-
munity centers, downtown revi-
talization and fire stations and
fire trucks. Up to $500,000 is
available per applicant. A match
of at least 10 percent is required
from the grant recipient.
  Thirty-six Hoosier communi-
ties shared more than $15 mil-
lion for the second round of fund-
ing in 2004.

AUTHOR TO SPEAK
Jim O’Donnell was a successful
mutual-fund expert on Wall
Street and family man with a
six-figure income when he be-
came an evangelical Christian.
After re-examining their hectic
lives, he and his wife, Lizzie,
and their children moved to In-
diana in 1994 where he accepted
a job teaching at a Christian
institution, Huntington College.
Jim admits that it was hard to
leave behind the money, family
ties, and dear friends, but they
felt it was what God called them
to do.
  Once in Indiana, however,
Lizzie’s life came under attack.
She found a lump in her breast
that doctors diagnosed as an
aggressive cancer with a fright-
ening, 5-percent survival rate.
But, the 42-year-old mother of
three proved the doctors wrong.
She underwent two surgeries,
including a mastectomy, and
chemotherapy. Today she is still
cancer-free. Jim and Lizzie call
that a miracle.

   But her survival came at a
high cost.
   Six weeks after her last che-
motherapy session, her heart
failed – ironically, a side effect
of the drugs used to beat the
cancer. She was placed on a
heart transplant waiting list with
mere weeks to live. In June
1996, she received the heart of
a 21-year-old suicide victim.
   Again, the O’Donnells con-
sider her survival a miracle.
   And yet, the cost is still high.
   The medication Lizzie takes to
ensure her body doesn’t reject
the heart has weakened her
bones, causing spinal deterio-
ration. In the past 18 months
she has endured kidney disease,
double pneumonia, clots in her
pulmonary arteries, and
shingles. The high doses of ste-
roids caused her to gain 60
pounds and hair to grow all over
her body. The sudden transfor-
mation, she says, “was horrify-
ing to me.”
   It was during these struggles
that Jim began writing letters to
“friends back East” to build
prayer support for his wife. His
book, Letters for Lizzie: A Story
of Love, Friendship and a Battle
for Life, is composed of 13 of
these letters.
   It’s an often-somber book,
filled with fear and anguish in-
stead of the usual flowery opti-
mism common in inspirational
books. Jim tells the story of her
illnesses and their reactions with
such stark intimacy that he pro-
duces an authentic portrait of
faith. His message: Faith is not

Shareholders owning a
small number of shares and out-
of-state shareholders will be
bought back upon completion
of the merger.
  The agreement calls for
MarBanc shareholders to ex-
change each of their existing
shares for one share of lAB.
MarBanc shareholders who are
not Indiana. residents or own
fewer than 200 shares will re-
ceive $71.50 in cash for each
share. Grabill shareholders will
exchange each of their existing
shares for 116.1 shares of the
new lAB stock. Grabill share-
holders who are not Indiana resi-
dents or own fewer than five
shares will receive $7,900.00 in
cash for each share. The intra-
state offering and stock repur-
chase provisions are necessary
components to the agreement
to avoid the significant addi-
tional costs of complying with

Securities and Exchange Com-
mission rules.  It is anticipated
that IAB will have approximately
400 shareholders owning ap-
proximately 1.4 million shares
upon completion of the merger.
  The transaction is expected to
be completed at the end of the
first quarter of 2005, subject to
customary regulatory and share-
holder approvals. The combined
company is expected to gener-
ate higher cash and GAAP ba-
sis earnings per share in 2005
than the record earnings pro-
jected for 2004 by both MarBanc
and Grabill. Financial projec-
tions include estimated cost
savings to be phased in over a
three—year period, culminating
in an annual pre-tax savings of
$1.5 million. Dividends are ex-
pected to be consistent with or
greater than payments prior to
the merger. The individual banks
and the holding company are
projected to be well capitalized
by regulatory standards.
