An approaching cloud of debris can often mark the location of a
tornado even if a funnel is not visible. Before a tornado hits, the
wind may die down, and the air may become very still.

If you live in a mobile home, you are particularly vulnerable.
When a tornado warning is issued, take shelter in a building with
a strong foundation. If shelter is not available, lie in a ditch or low-
lying area a safe distance away from the unit.

People in every home should have disaster supplies on hand
including a flashlight and extra batteries, a battery operated radio
and extra batteries, first aid kit and manual, emergency food and
water, non-electric can opener, medicines, cash, credit cards, and
sturdy shoes.

CARIES AND SECONDHAND SMOKE

ASTUDY COMPLETED AT THE University of Rochester School
of Medicine and coauthored by the American Academy of Pedi-
atrics Center for Child Health Research has associated second-
hand or “passive” smoke as a risk for dental caries. As reported
in GDA Action (May 2003), children have a higher rate of caries
when they grow up around smokers than children who do not.
The research examined data from the National Health and Nu-
trition Examination Survey of 3,531 children aged 4 to 11 years.
These children underwent a dental examination and a blood
test for cotinine (which measures nicotine exposure).

Results indicated that children with increased levels of cotinine
had more decay evident in their deciduous teeth than children
with no secondhand smoke exposure. Even after adjusting for
age, family income, geographic region and frequency of dental
visits, the results were the same. The conclusion reached was
that there exists a link between passive smoke and the risk of
cavities in children. A reduction in secondhand smoke is impor-
tant for children’s dental health.*
