The kids have long since gone
back to school and the holiday
season is in full swing, but even
with all the hustle and bustle, it’s
never a bad time to reevaluate
how to keep your kids safe, and

do what you can to minimize
potentialaccidentsforyouryoung
ones. Use these safety tips and
suggestions from the Federal
Citizen Information Center and
sleep (a little) sounder:
Around the House:

· Your home is your
sanctuary, but it can also have a
bevy of unseen dangers for your
children and your whole family.
Howcleanandhealthyistheair in
your home? Use carbon
monoxide and radon detectors
to check gas levels.
· Check damp areas such
as bathrooms, under kitchen
sinks, in cellars and crawl spaces
formoistureandmold,whichcan
cause breathing problems, lead
to illness, and worsen asthma-
related issues.
· Have your house
inspected for lead paintor pipes.
Leadcangetintotheairandwater,
and is potentially poisonous if
breathed in or ingested by
children.
· Do you use well water?
Test your well each year to be
sureit’sfreeofunhealthybacteria
levels and chemicals.
· Inventory your cleaning
supplies and be sure potentially
harmful products that contain
chemicals—like bleach,
pesticides, and paint strippers—
are out ofreach of children.
Health and First Aid:

· Getfamiliarwith firstaid
techniques like the Heimlich
Maneuver (abdominal thrusts)
andCPRincase yourchildchokes
or stopsbreathing.
· As your children get

older, sit them down and have a
frank discussion about the
dangers of drinking alcohol. Be
willing to listen to their concerns
and answer their questions.
· Encourage your kids to
be active and healthy by
participating in sports, but make
sure they wear their protective
gear like mouth guards,helmets,
andshinguardstopreventinjury.
Accidentsare never100percent

preventable, but using these
recommendations from the
Federal Citizen Information
Center can help keep your
preciousonesassafe aspossible.

Pick a safe Christmas tree.
Christmastreesaccountfornearly
250 fires each year. If you’re
buying a live tree, check it for
freshness. Fresh trees will have
needles that are hard to pull out
andatrunkthat isstickywithsap.
Dry,brittleneedlesaremorelikely
to catch fire. If you’re purchasing
anartificialtree,selectonethatis
fire resistant. Set up all trees far
away from fireplaces or candles.
Checkholidaylightsfordamaged
wiring.Beforeyoustringuplights
inside or outside of your house,
inspect the strands for frayed
wires, broken sockets or other

loose connections. If you find
damaged strands, throw them
away. Make sure you turn off all
your holiday lights whenever
you leave your house or go to
bed. Notonlywill thatminimize
the chance for fire, but it will
save you money on your utility
bill too.
Handle decorations carefully.

Decorating your tree or other
areas of your house for the
holidays is a fun family activity.
But glass ornaments can be
dangerous for young children
to handle. Make sure you give
your kidsdurable ornamentsto
hang. That way if one slips out
of their hands it won’t shatter
and hurt or scare them. Hang
non-breakable ornaments at
thebottomofyour tree—ifyour
kids or pets knock them off,
they’ll survive the fall.

Keep your pets safe. Holiday
plants like poinsettia and
mistletoe can be poisonous to
animals, so if you have a dog or
cat, make sure you display your
plants in a high place so they
won’t get eaten. Additionally,

Keep track of warm pans
by placing them all together on
hotplates. Ifyou’recookingwith
lots of people in the kitchen,
assign each person one dish to
work on. That way they know
which of their dishes are hot
and need oven mitts for
handling. If you do get a minor
burn, run it under cool water,
do not apply butter or other
ointments.

I found a recipe for mac and
cheese with a different twist you
might enjoy having for your
holiday meals.

Add
cheese and stir until melted and
pour over the macaroni to coat.
Spoonintoasprayed9x13baking
dish . In another small bowl
combinesausage,breadcruumbs
and melted butter stir to coat,
sprinkle over macaroni bake till
hot and bubbly for about 15
minutes at350. Cover with foil if
it gets to brown .
